
YARN
ADRIAFIL YARNS

MATERIALS
• 130 g Carezza yarn in beige 86
• knitting needles no. 4 e n. 5
• two-tip knitting needles
• 1 beige button
• tapestry needle 

AGE: 6 years

PATTERN STITCHES
Elastic rib (beg.)
K1/P1 rib stitch
Rice stitch
Twist st motif (work over 26 sts): follow the chart taking the following into account:
- 4 sts crossed rightwise A: stand off 2 sts on cable needle at back of work, k2, knit 
up the standing stitches
- 4 sts crossed leftwise A: stand off 2 sts on cable needle in front of work, k2, knit up 
the standing stitches
- 4 sts crossed rightwise B: stand off 2 sts on cable needle at back of work, k2, purl 
the  standing stitches
- 4 sts crossed leftwise B: stand off 2 sts on cable needle in front of work, p2, knit 
up the standing stitches

GAUGE
10 x 10 cm worked in Rice stitch with knitting needles 5 = 18 sts. and 25 
rows
The Twist st motif is worked with knitting needles 5 and is 10 cm wide.

WORKING INSTRUCTIONS
Back: with knitting needles 4 cast on 79 sts. and, for the edge, work 4 rows in 
elastic rib and 12 rows in K1/P1 rib st, equal to a total of 4 cm. Cont with knitting 
needles 5, inc. 3 sts over the fi rst row and establish the sts as follows: 28 sts in rice 
stitch, 26 sts for the twist st motif, 28 sts in rice stitch. When work measures 18.5 cm 
from the edge, to shape the armholes cross off at ends, every 2 rows, 3 sts, 1 st. 5 

times. When work measures 14.5 cm. from beg. of the armholes cross off the 66 
rem. stitches.
Front: work in the same way as back until work measures a total of 30.5 cm. from the 
edge. To shape the neckline cross off the 20 centre sts and end the two parts separately; 
cross off again centrewise, every 2 rows, 3 sts, 1 st. When work measures 2.5 cm. from 
beg. of neckline cross off the 19 rem. stitches for the right shoulder and, for the edge of 
the left shoulder, cont. over  19 sts in K1/P1 rib st for 2 cm.; cross off the stitches.
Sleeves: with knitting needles 4 cast on 39 sts. and, for the edge, work 4 rows in 
elastic rib and 8 rows in K1/P1 rib st, equal to a total of 3 cm. Cont with knitting 
needles 5, inc. 5 sts over the fi rst row and establish the sts as follows: 9 sts in rice 
stitch, 26 sts for the twist st motif, 9 sts in rice stitch. At ends inc. 1 st. every 4 rows 
8 times and work these new sts in rice stitch. When work measures 14 cm. from the 
edge, to shape the armholes cross off at ends, every 2 rows, 3 sts, 2 sts twice. When 
work measures 2.5 cm. from beg. of the armholes cross off the 46 rem. stitches.

MAKE UP AND FINISH 
Sew up the right shoulder. With knitting needles  4 pick up 67 st around the neckline including 
the fi rst cm of the edge of the left shoulder; work in K1/P1 rib stitch for 4 cm, cross off the 
stitches. Overlap the edge of the left shoulder on the right shoulder by 1 cm and tack on. Sew 
up the sides. Close and join the sleeves including, on the left sleeve, the side edge of the 
shoulder edge. Remove the tacking. Sew in a button hole at the inner end (neck side) of the left 
shoulder edge. In front of the button hole, on the back of the left shoulder sew on the button.
